Ideas for free writing

All of these can be done in a few short sentences, but are also useful for trying to produce more, and for coming back to in eg 6 months times to see how much more he can write. I’d start by talking about the topics first so that he can check the vocabulary with you, he’s likely to write more that way.

2) Describe…
